10 tips for composition
What makes a pleasing, artistic or evocative picture is still all in the eye of the beholder..but whether it  is the latest 20 mega pixel monster pro  digital camera or a disposable compact, it still makes huge difference to the result if you think carefully about composition before you click the shutter.. and will save you lots of time editing -  even if you are a Photoshop whiz!   Composition is still a very personal choice. Remember…………

1. Look for lines and perspective and features which lead the eye into the picture.

2. Look for shapes, symmetry and  colour.

3. Think about horizontal and vertical views, shoot both.
4. Frame the subject, maybe use the rule of thirds.
5. Edit the subject, cut the clutter.

6.  Make sure you have all the picture you need. By all means avoid clutter, but, unless you are concentrating on the face, personal amputation is a no!, no! no! . You can crop later..but it is difficult to add material you didn’t shoot!! Avoid slanted horizons, being too tight or too loose.
7. Find unusual viewpoints.

8. Achieve a balance, light and dark, bright and muted colors, people and things.
9. Shoot all the angles.

10. Have a plan for your picture.
