Can you find your images?

If you enjoy photography and digital imaging it won’t be long before you computer is overrun with images……….jpgs, tiffs, png, psd etc, etc…not  to mention meaningless names. 

Think early on. How are you going to manage them ?

If you can't find them, you can't use them. 

There are many software packages that do this but a good free start is Picasa from Google. This will help you  keep track of your images and it has simple tools to do basic work and share images easily and quickly. There are many other programs available.. Think about what you want,  then pick one which does what you want easily and quickly.  Ideally your system should be able to 

· Acquire images from the camera 

· View the images on the system 

· Catalogue the images, usually using thumbnails 

· Edit the images  (provide a basic set of tools)

· Post thumbnails of the images on the Web 

Picasa - a free software download from Google.

Picasa is software that helps you  find, edit and share all the pictures on your PC. Every time you open Picasa, it automatically locates all your pictures (even ones you forgot you had) and sorts them into visual albums organised by date with folder names you will recognise. You can drag and drop to arrange your albums and make labels to create new groups. Picasa makes sure your pictures are always organised.

Picasa also makes advanced editing simple by putting one-click fixes and powerful effects at your fingertips. And Picasa makes it easy  to share your pictures – you can email, print photos home, make gift CDs, and even post pictures on your own blog.
